The	seminary	is	fully	accredited	as	a	graduate	educational	institution	by	the	Association	of	Theological	Schools,	the	Western	Associa-tion	of	Schools	and	Colleges,	and	the	Congregation	for	Catholic	Education	in	Rome.		The	Archdiocese	sends	men	to	St.	Patrick’s	to	prepare	for	the	priesthood	at	the	theological	and	pre-theology	levels.	The	annual	discern-ment	retreat	is	also	held	in	January	at	St.	Patrick’s	with	men	attending	from	a	number	of	dioceses	in	the	west.
